2.1 Technical, Infrastructure and Environment Committee
Project Status Update

All awarded projects for the Financial Year were reported complete, except for the Boda Boda
Shed at Choma Base, which was still under construction.

Completed projects were pending payment.

Bangladesh Floodlight Project
The project was re-scoped to connect to the national grid following advisory from the Chief
Officer in charge of Energy.

Resolutions:

scoping.

e A virtual meeting to be convened to deliberate on the report.

e No payments to be effected for the project until the Board reviews and formally approves
the report.

Streetlight and Floodlight Maintenance

The Board noted the need for sustainability in maintenance of solar infrastructure.

e Management to provide a detailed cost report on existing solar floodlights and

streetlights.
Budgetary provision to be made for battery replacement, solar component maintenance,

and related equipment.
